IMO Kolaylastirma Komitesi’nin (Facilitation Committee) (FAL 40) 40inci oturumu Londra,
ingiltere’de, 4-8 Nisan 2016 tarihlerinde yapilmistir. Bu ICS sirkiileri anilan toplantiya ait ana
sonuglar bildirmektedir.

Giindem Maddesi 3 — FAL Konvansiyonu’nda yapilmasi 6nerilen degisikliklerin goriisiilmesi
ve kabulii.

FAL 39 (2014) Toplantisinda FAL Konvansiyonu ekinde yapilmasi dnerilen degisikliklerin
onaylanmasi ve Haziran 2015’de No.3554 sayili Sirkiilerdeki degisikliklerin sirkiiler ile
duyurulmasindan sonra, Komite FAL Konvansiyonu ekindeki degisiklikleri ve ilgili karar
FAL.12(40)1 kabul etmistir. Degisiklikler 1 Ocak 2018 tarihinde yiiriirliige girecektir.

Kamu makamlarinin 8 Nisan 2019 tarihine kadar elektronik bilgi teatisine (degis — tokus) ait
sistemleri kurmak icin tiim gerekli 6nlemleri almalari gerekecektir.

FAL 39'da dikkat cekilen, FAL Form 7 (Tehlikeli Yiikler Manifestosu) ile ilgili belli bagh meseleler
ele alinmistir. Bu formu Uluslararasi Deniz Yoluyla Taginan Tehlikeli Yiikler ( IMDG) Kodu’nun
gereksinimleri ile bir hizaya getirmek icin revizyonlar Editérlik ve Teknik Grup (E&T Editorial
and Technical Group) tarafindan gelistirilmig ve Yiikler ve Konteynerlerin Taginmasi IMO Alt-
Komitesi’nin (CCC 2) 2inci oturumunda kabul edilmistir. Komite bu ilave kurallarin FAL
Konvansiyonu Agiklayici El Kitabina dahil edilmesini kabul etmistir.

FAL Konvansiyonunun genis ¢aph olarak yeniden incelenmesi Komite’nin giindeminden
cikariimistir ve bunun yerine FAL 41 i¢in FAL Konvansiyonu Agiklayia El Kitabini yeniden
incelemek ve giincellestirmek igin yapilan ¢alisma konmustur. Bilginin elektronik olarak teati
edilmesine ait sistemler kurmak icin tiim gerekli onlemleri almada iye Devletlerin
desteklenmesi istenmektedir.

Giindem Maddesi 5 — Tek pencere kavraminin uygulanmasi

Komite, IMO’nun bir ilk 6rnek (prototip) denizcilik tek pencere (single window) gelistirilmesi
projesi hususundaki IMO Sekreteryasi raporunu incelemistir.  Proje simdiye kadar,
standartlastirma ve uyumlu hale getirmenin prototipin baslica amaci olmasi gerektigini
belirlemistir; ancak Komite, prototip (ilk rnek) igin bir esas olarak Norveg, Kore Cumhuriyeti
ve Avrupa Birligi'nden hibe (donor) sistemlerinin yeniden uygulanmasina ait kapsam ve
secenekleri ayrintih sekilde incelemeye davet edilmistir.



Bu mesele bir Calisma Grubuna havale edilmistir. Ozellikle potansiyel kullanicilardan daha gok
bilgi ve hibe (donor) sistemlerinin kapasite ve sinirlamalari hususunda daha fazla bilgiler
saglanmasi  kararlastinlmistir.  Calisma grubu, saglanabilen bilgi esasina dayanan IMO
projesinin kapsamini tanimlayabilecek bir pozisyonda degildi. Uyelerden, Komitenin (FAL 41)
gelecek oturumunda daha fazla gériigme yapilmasi igin ilave bilgiler istenmigtir.

ICS, Avrupa’daki tek pencereler (single windows) arasindaki uyumsuzluk ve standartlagma
noksanhg hususunda devam eden endiseyi ve Kaptanlar tizerindeki idari yukin sonuglan
hakkinda duydugu endiseyi Komiteye bildirmistir. Bu endiseler hem tye Devletler ve hem de
uluslararasi orgiitler tarafindan paylagilmistir ve Komite FAL 38’de Danimarka tarafindan
sponsorlugu yapilan, idari yiikler hususundaki sunumu animsatmigtir.

Calisma Grubu, tek pencereler (liman ve ulusal) arasindaki uyumlu hale getirme ve
standartlagtirmanin teknik fizibiliteden ziyade bir politika meselesi oldugu goérisinu
paylasmistir. Uyumlu hale getirmenin teknik yénlerini desteklemek icin galisma, Uluslararasi
Standartlar Orgiitii (1SO), Birlesmis Milletler Avrupa i¢in Ekonomik Komisyonu (UN Economic
Commission for Europe - UNECE) ve Diinya Giimriik Orgiitii ( World Customs Organization -
WCO)'niin Kolaylastirma ve Elektronik isler Hususundaki IMO Ozeti hakkindaki calismasi
vasitasi ile yapiimaktadir. Bu bakimdan ve ICS ve digerleri tarafindan ortaya atilan
endiselere yanit olarak galisma grubu, idarelerin, idari yiikleri azaltmak icin en azindan tek
tek (individual) limanlari arasindaki uyumlulugu tegvik etmeleri gerektigini kabul etmistir.

Sonradan, Komite tek tek limanlari arasindaki uyumu tesvik etmek Uzere Idarelere cagri
yapmis ve tesvikte bulunmustur.

Giindem Maddesi 6 - Gemilerde bulundurulmasi istenen kayit defterleri (record books)
dahil, sertifikalara ve dokiimanlara veya bunlarin elektronik versiyonlarina erigsmek icin
gereksinimler

Komite, FAL 39’da saptanan, gemilerde bulundurulmasi istenen kayit defterleri (record books)
dahil, sertifikalara ve dokiimanlara veya bunlarin elektronik versiyonlarina erigilmesine dair
Gereksinmeler hakkindaki haberlesme grubunun raporunu gértismustur. Ozellikle, elektronik
sertifikalar ve dokiimanlarin kullanimi ve kabulii hususunda higbir teknik engel olmadigina
haberlesme grubu ve Komite tarafindan isaret edilmistir. Kullanim ve kabul meselesi
idarelerin  sertifikalar ve dokiimanlarin elektronik versiyonlari dogrultusundaki
politikalarindan biriydi.

Komite, elektronik sertifikalarin kullanimi ve Liman Devleti Kontrolii 2011 igin Prosediirler
karar A.1052(27)'nin kullammi hakkindaki FAL.5/Circ.39/Rev.1 Kurallarinda yapilmasi
dnerilen degisiklikleri incelemek ilizere bir calisma grubu kurmusgtur. Bu degisiklikler,
elektronik sertifikalarin kabulii hususundaki herhangi bir potansiyel karigikligi ele almak ve
eger gerekirse, elektronik sertifikalar ve dokiimanlarin kabulii ve onaylanmasi hususunda
Liman Devleti Kontrol Gérevlilerini (Port State Control Officers (PSCOs) egitmek igin liman
Devletlerini tesvik etmek iizere dlizenlenmektedir.

Calisma Grubu, FAL.5/Circ.39/Rev.1 ve Karar A.1052(27) ‘deki degisiklikleri son haline
getirmis olup, Komite en sonunda bunlarin Deniz Emniyeti Komitesine (Maritime Safety



Committee — MSC), Deniz Cevresini Koruma Komitesi’ne (Marine Environment Protection
Committee — MEPC) ve daha sonra da, uygun sekilde, Genel Kurul’a gonderilmesini kabul
etmistir.

FAL 40’da yapilan calisma, sertifikalar ve dokiimanlarin elektronik versiyonlarinin kabul( ve
kullanimi yéniinde yapilan siirekli bir galismayi temsil etmektedir. Bu iyi kargilanmaktadir ve
kullanim ve kabuliin onaylanmasinin simdi teknik bir meseleden ziyade bir politika olmasi kagit
sertifikalar ve dokiimanlar yiikiinden uzaklagilmasi dogrultusunda 6nemli bir ileri adimdir.

Giindem Maddesi 7 - Denizde kurtarilan kisilerin glivenligini koruma dnlemi

Komite, NCSR 3’iin sonucuna ve bunun ICS tarafindan sunulan denizde genis ¢apl kurtarma
operasyonlari: Gemicilerin ve kurtarilan kisilerin emniyet ve giivenligini saglama hususundaki
Kurallar NCSR 3/18'in incelenmesine dikkat ¢ekmistir.

Giindem Maddesi 9 — Deniz ulastirma sebekesini siber tehlikelerden (cyberthreats)
korumanin kolaylastirilmasi hususundaki Kurallar

Komite, ABD ve Kanada’nin sunumlarini ve siber (ayarlama — otomasyon) risk yénetimi ile ilgili
olarak denizcilik endiistrisi tarafindan saglanan bilgileri gériigmiistir. MSC'de siber giivenlik
meselelerinin goriisiilmesinden &nce, siber tehlikelerden deniz ulastirma sebekesini
korumanin kolaylastirilmasi hususundaki Kurallarin gelistirilmesi hakkinda genis ¢aplh bir
gériisme yapilmasindan sonra, Komite, ABD ve Kanada tarafindan 6nerilen Kurallarin ayrintil
sekilde gelistirilmesinin erken olacagini kararlagtirmistir.

Bazi delegasyonlar FAL 41’e kadar daha bagka ¢alisma yapilmasinin ertelenmesi gerektigi
gorisiindeydiler. Ancak, agiklanan goriiglerin cogu, tek bir siber givenlik setinin
gelistirilmesi hususunda FAL’in MSC ile ighirligi yapmasi gerektigi seklindeydi. Sonug olarak,
siber tehlikelerin kolaylastirma (facilitation) yénlerine ait 6n inceleme bir gahigma grubuna
havale edilmistir.

Yaptigi goriismeler esnasinda caligma grubu su goriisii olugturmustur; IMO’nun siber
tehlikelere yénelik yanitinda FAL Komitesinin bir rolii vardir ve bilgilerin saklanmasi, islem
gormesi ve degis-tokus edilmesiyle deniz tagimacihgi agi ilgilidir ve bunlar MSC tarafindan
goriisiilmeyebilir. ilave olarak, MSC kurallar gelistirmeyi kararlagtirdigi takdirde bu MSC ve
FAL tarafindan ortaklasa yapilmalidir ve kurallar igindeki prensipler sadece gemilere degil
tiim paydaslara uygulanabilir olmahdir.

Komite, Calisma Grubunun goriislerini onaylamistir, verilere ait tamamlama tarihi hedefini
2017’ye kadar uzatmis ve MSC 96 ve 97’ye FAL delegasyonlarindan katilim olmasini tegvik
etmistir.

Giindem Maddesi 10 — Palamar hizmeti veren personel (mooring personnel) icin asgari
egitim hususundaki Kurallar

Komite, Palamar Hizmeti Veren Personel icin Asgari Egitim ve Ogretim hususundaki Kurallar
FAL.6/Circ.11 ‘deki revizyonlarla ilgili 6nerileri gérigmugtur.



Bu konuda yapilan genis ¢apl gériismede, Uluslararasi Liman Bagkanlari Birligi (International
Harbour Masters Association — IHMA), Gemi Kaptanlari Birlikleri Uluslararasi Federasyonu
(International Federation Shipmasters’ Associations — IFSMA) ve Deniz Enstittisii (Nautical
Institute) tarafindan verilen sunumun caligma gurubunca incelenmek (zere bir temel
dokiiman olarak daha da ileriye tasinmasi gerektigi seklinde genel bir goriis ortaya gikmistir.

Bu karar, genel olarak, ulusal ve yerel gereksinimlerin kiyidaki palamar hizmeti veren
personeli (mooring personnel) ve palamar teknelerindeki (mooring boats) palamar hizmeti
veren personeli ayri ayn ele aldigi seklindeki ¢ogunluk goriistinii yansitmistir. Bunun icin,
egitim ve 6gretim asgari seviyesini iyilestirmek lizere, her iki gruptan personele ait asgari
egitim seviyesinin arttirilmasi gerekir. Mevcut egitim ve 6gretim tavsiyelerinin tiim palamar
hizmeti veren personel igin tek bir takim (set) halinde birlestirilmesinin genis kapsaml bir
iyilestirme getirdigi diislinlilmemistir.

Komitenin kabul ettigi ana dokiimam ele alarak Galisma Grubu, Palamar Hizmeti Veren
Personel igin Asgari Egitim ve Ogretim Hususundaki Kurallarda yapilan revizyonlari son
haline getirmistir. Kurallar Komite tarafindan onaylanmis ve bu madde Komitenin
giindeminden gikarilmisgtir.

Revize edilmis Kurallar palamar hizmeti veren personel igin asgari egitim ve 6gretim seviyesini
arttirmaktadir ve bu hususun da palamar operasyonlarinin etkinligini ve glivenligini arttirmasi
gerekir. Anilan ¢alisma palamar techizati dizenlemeleri ve emniyetli palamar operasyonlar
hakkinda SDC (Stevedore Damage Clause — Stevedor Hasar Klozu) ile Ustlenilen ¢alismay:
tamamlamaktadir.

Giindem Maddesi 18 — Deniz yolu ile gergeklestirilen emniyetsiz, karisik go¢

Komite, deniz yolu ile gécmenlerin gidis gelisi veya taginmasi ile ilgili emniyetsiz
uygulamalarla miicadele igin ara onlemlere ait ekte (appendix) (MSC/Circ.896/Rev.1)
yapilmasi 6nerilen degisiklikleri ve FAL 40 ve MSC 96 tarafindan bunun bir MSC/FAL sirkileri
olarak kabul edilmesini goriismistur.

Degisikliklerin amaci, gégmen olaylari ve siiphelenilen kagakgilar ve bir paylasiimis IMO,
Gocmenlik Uluslararast Orgiitii (IOM) ve Uyusturucu Maddeler ve Sug Birlesmis Milletler
Dairesi (UNODC — UN Office on Drugs and Crime) tarafindan paylasilan bir veri tabanina dahil
edilecek bilgiyi yansitmaktir.

Komite, MSC/Circ.896/Rev.1’in ekinde (appendix) editorliikle (tertiple) ilgili degisiklikler ve
aciklamalar 6nermistir, ancak, sadelik sebepleriyle sirkiilerin — bir MSC/FAL sirkileri olarak
degil - bir MSC sirkiileri olarak kalmasi gerektigini kabul etmistir.

ICS REPORT OF THE OUTCOME OF FAL 40

Action required: Members are invited to note the ICS report on the outcome of the
FAL 40.

The 40t session of IMO Facilitation Committee (FAL 40) was held in London from 4 — 8
April 2016. This cwcular reports the main outcomes of the meeting.

Agenda Item 3 — Consideration and adoption of proposed amendments to the FAL
Convention

Following approval of the proposed amendments to the annex to the FAL Convention at
FAL 39 (2014) and circulation of the amendments in Circular Letter No. 3554 in June
2015, the Committee adopted the amendments to the annex to the FAL Convention and
associated resolution FAL.12(40). The amendments will enter into force on 1 January
2018.

Of particular note is that public authorities will need to take all necessary measures to
establish systems for the electronic exchange of information by 8 April 2019.

The outstanding issues relating to FAL Form 7 (Dangerous Goods Manifest) highlighted
at FAL 39 have been addressed. Revisions to align the form with the requirements of the
International Maritime Dangerous Goods (IMDG) Code were developed by Editorial and
Technical Group (E&T) 23 and agreed at the 2™ session of the IMO Sub-Committee on
Carriage of Cargoes and Containers (CCC 2). In addition, E&T 24 developed additional
guidance relating to FAL Form 7. The Committee agreed that this additional guidance be
included in the Explanatory Manual to the FAL Convention.

Comprehensive Review of the FAL Convention has been deleted from the agenda of the
Committee and replaced by work to review and update the Explanatory Manual to the
FAL Convention for FAL 41. This is required to support member States to take all
necessary measures to establish systems for the electronic exchange of information.

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Agenda ltem 5 — Application of single window concept

The Committee considered the report of the IMO Secretariat on the IMO Project to
develop a prototype maritime single window. The project has so far identified that
standardisation and harmonisation should be the principal objective for the prototype,
however the Committee was invited to consider in detail its scope and the options for the
re-use of donor systems from Norway, the Republic of Korea and the EC as a basis for
the prototype.

The matter was referred to a working group. It was agreed that more information,
particularly from potential users and the capabilities and limitations of the donor
systems. The working group was not in a position to define the scope of the IMO project
based on the information available. Further information was requested from member
States to inform further discussion at the next session of the Committee (FAL 41).

|
ICS informed the Committee of its continued concern regarding the lack of
harmonisation and standardisation between single windows in Europe and the
consequences for the administrative burden on Masters. These concerns were shared
by both member States and international organizations and the Committee recalled the
presentation on administrative burdens sponsored by Denmark at FAL 38.

The working group shared the view that harmonisation and standardisation between
single windows (port and national) was a matter of policy rather than technical feasibility.
Work to support the technical aspects of harmonization is underway through the work of
International Standards Organization (ISO), UN Economic Commission for Europe
(UNECE) and World Customs Organization (WCO) on the IMO Compendium on
Facilitation and Electronic Business. In this regard and in response to concerns raised
by ICS and others, the working group agreed that Administrations should promote
harmonization at least among their individual ports in order to reduce administrative
burdens.

Subsequently, the Committee invited and encouraged Administrations to promote
harmonization among their individual ports.

Agenda Item 6 — Requirements for access to, or electronic versions of, certificates
and documents, including record books required to be carried on ships

The Committee considered the report of the correspondence group on Requirements for
access to, or electronic versions of, certificates and documents, including record books
required to be carried on ships established at FAL 39. In particular, it was noted by the
correspondence group and the Committee that there were no technical barriers to the
use and acceptance of electronic certificates and documents. The matter of use and
acceptance was one of Administrations’ policies towards electronic versions of
certificates and documents.

The Committee established a working group to consider the proposed amendments to
FAL.5/Circ.39/Rev.1 Guidelines on use of electronic certificates and resolution
A.1052(27) Procedures for port State control 2011. The amendments are designed to
address any potential confusion regarding electronic certificates recognition, and to
encourage port States to train Port State Control Officers (PSCOs) in the use and
acceptance and validation, if necessary, of electronic certificates and documents.
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The working group finalised the amendments to FAL.5/Circ.39/Rev.1 and resolution
A.1052(27) which were subsequently agreed by the Committee for forwarding to the
Maritime Safety Committee (MSC), Marine Environmental Protection Committee
(MEPC) and subsequently to the Assembly, as appropriate.

The work at FAL 40 represents a continued move towards acceptance and use of
electronic versions of certificates and documents. This is welcomed and the
acknowledgement that use and acceptance is now a policy rather than technical matter
is an important step forward in transitioning away from the burden of paper certificates
and documents.

Agenda Item 7 — Measure to protect the safety of persons rescued at sea

The Committee noted the outcome of NCSR 3 and its consideration of NCSR 3/18
submitted by ICS on Large scale rescue operations at sea: Guidance on ensuring the
safety and security of seafarers and rescued persons.

Agenda ltem 9 — Guidelines on the facilitation aspects of protecting the maritime
transport network from cyberthreats

The Committee considered submissions from the US and Canada and the information
provided by the Industry relating to cyber risk management. Following extensive
discussion on development of Guidelines on the facilitation aspects of protecting the
maritime transport network from cyber threats before consideration of cyber security
matters at MSC, the Committee agreed that detailed development of the Guidelines
proposed by the US and Canada would be premature.

Some delegations were of the view that further work should be delayed until FAL 41.
However, the majority of views expressed were that FAL should cooperate with MSC on
the development of a single set of cyber security guidelines. Consequently, preliminary
consideration of the facilitation aspects of cyber threats was referred to a working group.

During its deliberations, the working group developed the view that the FAL Committee
has a role in the IMO’s response to cyberthreats and that there are important aspects of
the maritime trade network which involved the storage, processing and exchange of
information which might not be considered by MSC. In addition, should MSC decide to
develop guidelines, this should be done jointly by MSC and FAL and the principles in the
guidelines should be applicable to all stakeholders; not just ships.

The Committee endorsed the views of the working group, extended the target
completion date for the output to 2017 and encouraged participation from FAL
delegations at MSC 96 and 97.

The outcome of discussion at FAL is an important development. It recognises that the
scope of IMO work on cyber threats should not simply focus on the safety and security
of ships.

Agenda ltem 10 — Guidelines on minimum training for mooring personnel

The Committee considered proposals relating to revisions to FAL.6/Circ.11 on
Guidelines on Minimum Training and Education for Mooring Personnel.
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Extensive discussion on this matter yielded the general view that the submission
presented by International Harbour Masters Association (IHMA), International
Federation Shipmasters’ Associations (IFSMA) and Nautical Institute should be taken
forward as the base document for consideration by the working group.

This decision reflected the majority view that, in general, national and local requirements
treat mooring personnel ashore and mooring personnel in mooring boats separately.
Therefore to improve the minimum level of training and education, the minimum level of
training for both sets of personnel should be improved. It was not considered that
combining the existing training and education recommendations into a single set for all
mooring personnel delivered an overall improvement.

Taking the base document agreed by the Committee, the working group finalised the
revisions to the Guidelines on Minimum Training and Education for Mooring Personnel.
The Guidelines were approved by the Committee and this item was removed from its
agenda.

The revised Guidelines increase the minimum level of training and education for mooring
personnel which should improve the efficiency and safety of mooring operations. This
work complements that being undertaken by SDC on mooring equipment arrangements
and safe mooring operations. -

Agenda Item 18 — Unsafe mixed migration by sea

The Committee considered the proposed amendments to the appendix of Interim
measures for combating unsafe practices associated with the trafficking or transport of
migrants by sea (MSC/Circ.896/Rev.1) and its adoption as an MSC/FAL circular by FAL
40 and MSC 96.

The purpose of the amendments is to reflect the information on migrant incidents and
suspected smugglers and vessel to be included in a shared IMO, International
Organization for Migration (IOM) and UN Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC)
database. This action emanates from the inter-agency High-level meeting to address
unsafe mixed migration by sea.

The Committee proposed editorial changes and clarifications to the amendments to the
appendix of MSC/Circ.896/Rev.1 but agreed that the circular should remain an MSC
circular - not an MSC/FAL circular - for reasons of simplicity.
