Balast Suyu Karmasasina Karsi Hiikiimetlerin Acilen

Tedbir Almasi Gerekiyor

Uluslararasi Deniz Ticaret QOdasi (ICS), Finlandiya’min IMO Balast Suyu Yonetimi
Sozlesmesi (Ballast Water Management Convention)’ni kabul ettigine dair yaptigi duyuruyu
ityelerinin bilgisine sunmaktadir. Bu gelismeyle birlikte, yerel ekolojik sistemleri istilaci tiirlerin
etkilerinden korumayi amaclayan yeni rejim 2017 Eyliil ay1 icinde yiiriirliige girmis olacaktir.

ICS, bu nedenle, IMO’ya Uye Devletlerin aritma sistemleri igin G8 Tip Onay1 Kilavuzlarinm gbzden
gecirilmesi  siirecini 2016 Ekim’indeki IMO Deniz Cevresini Koruma Komitesi’nin gelecek
toplantisinda nihayete erdirmesi gerektigini vurgulamaktadir.

ICS Bagkani Esben Poulsson su yorumda bulunmustur:

“Yakinda gemilere kurulacak pahali aritma ekipmanmin diinya genelinde karsilasilan normal balast
suyu kosullarinda etkili bir performans gosterecegine ve Liman Devleti Kontrol denetimlerine tam uyum
saglayacagina dair gemi sahiplerine glivence vermek durumundayiz.”

Poulsson sozlerine soyle devam etmektedir:

“Yillar siiren bir gecikmeden sonra sozlesme icin kesin bir uygulama tarihinin belirlenmesi,
zorunlu olan yeni aritma ekipmammi kurmak veya gemileri zamanindan énce geri doniisiime
gondermeye baslamak arasinda se¢im yapmak durumunda kalan gemi sahiplerine en azindan
biraz yol gostermektedir. Ote yandan, yeni IMO rejiminin yiiriirliige girmesi, ABD’de halen
devam etmekte olan zorluklara ¢oziim getirmemektedir.”

ICS, aritma ekipmanlari i¢in 2014 yilinin Ocak ayindan itibaren uygulanmaya baslanan ve daha kati
hitkiimler 6ngéren ABD onay rejimiyle ilgili hala ciddi bir belirsizligin bulundugunu ifade etmektedir.
(ABD, IMO Sézlesmesi’ne taraf degildir.)

ABD yasalari, balast suyunu ABD sularima bosaltan tiim gemilerin ABD Sahil Giivenlik Komutanhigi
(U.S. Coast Guard) tarafindan onaylanmis bir aritma sistemi kullanmalarini gerektirmektedir. Fakat
hentiz higbir sistemin onaylanmadig: dikkate alindiginda, ABD yasalarma hélihazirda uymak zorunda
olan gemilere, yeni arttma sistemlerinin kurulacag; tarihlere kadar ek siire tanimmakta veya ABD Sahil
Giivenlik Komutanligi’nin kabul ettigi Alternatif Yonetim Sistemi (AMS)’ni kurma izni verilmektedir
ve bu sistem mevcut IMO Kilavuzlarma gbre onaylanmustir,

Fakat AMS’lerin yalnizca bes yil cabistirlmalarina izin verilecek, ardindan ABD Sahil Giivenlik
Komutanligi’ndan tam onay almis bir sistemin kurulmas: gerekecektir. Komutanlik, AMS’lerin tam
onay alacaklarina dair giivence vermemektedir. Bu ylizden, 1 — 5 milyon ABD Dolari arasindaki bir
meblag karsiliginda gemilerine AMS kurduran gemi sahipleri sadece bes yil sonra bu sistemi tamamen
degistirmek zorunda kalabilir.



Poulsson, “ABD’deki bu i¢inden ¢tkilmaz durum, ultra-viyole sistemleri tesis ettirmis gemi isletmecileri
icin ciddi bir endige olusturmaktadir,” gorlisiinii paylasmistir.

ICS, ABD Sahil Giivenlik Komutanligi'nin, gectigimiz yilin sonunda, UV (ultra-viyole) aritma
sistemlerine onay vermek igin arttilmis  balast suyundaki yasayabilir organizmalarin sayisini
degerlendirirken IMO’ya Uye Devletlerin kullandigi metodolojiyi kabul etmeyecegini duyurdugunu
hatirlatmakta ve bunun meveut durumu daha da kétiilestirdigini ifade etmektedir.

Sonug olarak ICS, IMO’ya Uye Devletler’le birlikte calisarak yararli bir ¢éziime ulasmanin énemini
ABD’ye anlatmaya ¢alisacaktir. Aksi halde, Poulsson’in belirttigi iizere, IMO Sozlesmesi gelecek yil
yurtirlige girdiginde denizcilik sektérii gereek bir diizensizlikle karsilasacaktir.

URGENT NEED FOR GOVERNMENTS TO ACT ON BALLAST WATER CHAOS

The International Chamber of Shipping (ICS) notes Finland’s significant announcement that it
has acceded to the IMO Ballast Water Management Convention. This suggests that this new
regime, to protect local ecosystems from the impacts of invasive species, will enter into force
worldwide during September 2017.

ICS therefore reiterates that it is now more vital than ever that IMO Member States finalise the
revision of the G8 Type Approval Guidelines for treatment systems at the next session of the
IMO Marine Environment Protection Committee this October.

ICS Chairman, Esben Poulsson said:

“We must ensure that shipowners can have absolute confidence that the expensive equipment
they will soon have to install will be effective in treating ballast water conditions normally
encountered during worldwide operations and be regarded as fully compliant during Port State
Control inspections.

“The fixing of a definite implementation date, after so many years of delay, will at least gives
shipowners some of the certainty needed to make important decisions about whether to refit
the new mandatory treatment equipment or otherwise to start sending ships for early
recycling” Mr Poulsson added. “Unfortunately, the entry into force of the new IMO regime will
not resolve the extreme difficulties that still exist in the United States.”

ICS says there is still great uncertainty with respect to the more stringent United States
approval regime for treatment equipment, which started to be enforced in January 2014 (the
U.5. not being a Party to the IMO Convention).

The U.S. regulations require all ships that discharge ballast water in U.S. waters to use a
treatment system approved by the U.S. Coast Guard. However, because no systems have yet
been approved, ships already required to comply with the U.S. regulations have either been
granted extensions to the dates for fitting the required treatment systems or else permitted to
install a USCG accepted Alternate Management System (AMS), in practice a system type-
approved in accordance with the current IMO Guidelines.

However, an AMS will only be accepted for operation for five years, after which time a fully
USCG approved system must be installed. But the USCG does not guarantee that an AMS will
be subsequently granted full approval. Hence shipowners that may have installed an AMS in



good faith, at a cost of between US $1-5 million per ship, might then have to replace the system
completely after only 5 years.

“The impasse in the U.S. is a particular concern for operators that have instailed ultra-violet
systems” observed Mr Poulsson.

ICS says that the situation has been compounded by the Coast Guard announcing, at the end of
last year, that it will not accept the methodology used by other IMO Member States to approve
UV treatment systems when assessing the number of viable organisms in treated ballast water.

ICS will therefore be working with IMO Member States to impress upon the United States the
importance of coming to a pragmatic solution. Otherwise, once the IMO Convention finally

enters into force next year, the shipping industry will be faced with real chaos.” said Mr
Poulsson.
