VERILER: Deniz ve hava yiik rotalarini kullanan kanun disi yabani hayvan kagakgilarinin,
zorunlu sekilde, yiikleme dokiimanlar tizerinde yanhs bildirim yapmalan
gerekmektedir. Bazi vakalarda kanuna aykiri sekilde yapilan yabani hayvan
tagimasi ile ilgili yanlis Yiikleme Bildirimleri, yaban hayvanlari ticaretine daha

yliksek karisma riski tastyabilecek érneklerin belirlenmesi yoluyla ortaya ¢ikarilabilir.

Hareket Tarzi (Modus Operandi)

zamanlardaki kanuna aykiri yabani hayvan yiiklemelerinde goriilen yiikleme
dokimanlari yanlis bildirim 6rneklerinin bir 6zetini saglamaktadir.

Ancak, yabani
hayvan kacakgihgi ile ilgili olarak daha ¢ok risk tagidigi bilinen rotalar boyuncaki
yiklemelere ait yanlis bildirimlere daha ¢ok dikkat edilmelidir.

Kirmizi Bayraklar (Red Flags):

e Yabani hayvan kagakgilig faaliyeti icin mense yeri daha yiiksek riskli bir
limandir.

e Yabani hayvan kagakgtlig faaliyeti icin varma yeri daha yiiksek riskli bir
limandir.

e Deklare edilmis yiik icin mantiga aykiri bir mense veya varma yerinin olmasi.

ALERT ON MISDECLARATION OF SHIPMENTS - UNITED FOR WILDLIFE

Action required: To note the attached alert and forward to member companies as
appropriate.

‘United for Wildlife’, is a campaign group that seeks to support many existing global
wildlife charities under a single unifying banner. One of the aims of the campaign is to
tackle the exploitation and illegal trade in wildlife that exists in many parts of the world
and to create a global movement for the better protection of wildlife.

Members are invited to note that United for Wildlife has issued an alert concerning the
misdeclaration of shipments by illegal wildlife traffickers.

The alert, attached at Annex A provides a summary of patterns in misdeclaration of
cargo on shipping documentation evident in recent illegal wildlife shipments. The
purpose of the campaign is to raise awareness of this issue in order to help shipping
companies and others conduct reasonable checks, enhance controls and procedures,
and report information to the appropriate authorities. Members are invited to disseminate
this information as appropriate.

Mis-declaration of Shipments

lllegal wildlife traffickers exploiting maritime and air cargo routes must necessarily engage
in the mis-declaration of cargo on shipping documentation. Mis-dedlaration of shipments
related to the illegal wildlife trade can in certain cases be detected through identification of
patterns that may indicate higher risk of involvement in wildlife trafficking.

Modus Operandi:

In orderto obscure theillegal nature of their shipments, wildlife traffickers must by necessity
make false or incomplete declarations on maritime and air cargo shipping documentation.
Although wildlife traffickers are known to attempt to change their behavior to avoid
detection, the following provides a summary of patterns in mis-declaration on shipping
documentation evident in recent illegal wildlife shipments, according to Taskforce analysis
of enforcement and seizure data, open source information, and confidential reporting.

MARITIME

1. Timber / Wood Products: lllegal wildlife products - in particular ivory and thino hom -
mis-declared as and physically concealed in shipments of logs, cut timber, and other
wood-based commodities. According to available information, this appears to be the
most common type of false declaration related to wildlife trafficking.

2. Agricultural Commodities: lllegal wildlife products mis-declared as and at times
physically concealed in shipments of tea, corn, soya, and other agricultural
commodities.

3. Plastics: llegal wildlife products mis-declared as and physically concealed in shipments
of plastic particles, resin, and other plastic-based products.

AIR CARGO

1. Glass: lllegal wildlife products falsely declared as glass, hydraulic toughened glass, or
other glass-based products.

2. Crafts and Decorative Items: |llegal wildlife products falsely declared as handicrafts,
decorative tiles, and resin crafts.

Geography:

Mis-declaration of shipments containing illegal wildlife products is a universal, global
problem, relevant to all countries and ports. Particular attention however should be paid to
mis-declaration of shipments along known higher-risk routes for wildlife trafficking.



Red Flags:

Traffickers are known to regularly attempt to change their behavior to avoid detection.
However, shipments matching the above patterns of wildlife trafficker mis-declaration may
indicate higher risk for wildlife trafficking, especially when combined with other
aggravating factors, such as:

* last- minute alterations of declared routing/destination of shipments.

*  Place of origin is a higher risk port for wildlife trafficking activity.

*  Place of destination is a higher-risk port for wildlife trafficking activity.

* lllogical place of origin or destination for the declared commodity.

ACTIONS:

This alert is assessed as most relevant to the general categories of action checked below.
