IMB'nin ikinci ¢eyrek raporunda 2017 yilinin ilk yarisi icin 87 deniz haydutlugu vakasi kaydedildi
Londra, 4 Temmuz 2017

Uluslararasi Ticaret Odas1 (ICC) Uluslararasi Denizcilik Biirosu (IMB)'nun birkag giin 6nce yayimlanan
deniz haydutlugu ikinci g¢eyrek raporuna gore denizlerde yasanan haydutluk ve silahli soygun
vakalarinin sayisindaki diisiis devam etmistir. Bir énceki yilin ilk alti ayinda IMB Deniz Haydutlugu
Raporlama Merkezi (IMB Piracy Reporting Centre)'ne toplamda 97 vaka bildirilmigsken, 2017'nin ayni
déneminde 87 vaka bildirimi yaptlmistir.

Son bes seneve gére deniz haydutlugu vakalarinin en diisiik sevivede oldugu gézlenirken. deniz
haydutlarinin 63 gemiye ¢iktigi. 12'sine ates ettigi, dordiinii kagirdif: ve sekiz gemiye de saldirida

bulundugu gériilmektedir. 2017 boyunca toplamda 63 denizci esir alinmis, 41 tanesi gemilerinden

kacirilmis, miirettebattan ii¢c kisi varalanmus ve iki kisi dldiiriilmiistiir.

Deniz haydutlugu vakalarindaki bu diisiis umut verici olsa da Singapur'dan Tayland'in Songkhla sehrine
dogru seyreden Taylandli kii¢iikk bir iiriin tankerinin kag¢irilmasi yadsinamayacak bir gelismedir.
Haziran'in son giinlerinde yasanan kagirma olayi, agir silahh alt1 deniz haydudunun 1,500 metrik ton
gaz yagini baska bir gemiye yiiklemesiyle sonuglandi. 2014 Nisam ile 2015 Agustosu arasinda yaklasik
her on bes giinde bir bolgede benzer vakalar olmus, iiriin tankerleri kagirilmistt.

Somalili deniz haydutlar ticaret gemileri i¢in tehdit olusturmaya devam ediyor

2017'nin ikinci ¢eyreginde Somali agiklarinda bes deniz haydutlugu vakasi kaydedilmis ve ates agilan
Ui¢ gemi ile i¢ine girilen bir dokme yiik tagima gemisi disinda, Dhow tipi bir Hint yelkenlisi kagirilmigtir.
Geminin kagirilmasi, Somalili deniz haydutlarinin kiy1 agiklarinda seyreden ticaret gemilerine
saldirmaya yonelik tutumlarini siirdiirdiigiinii ortaya koymaktadir. Deniz haydutlugu raporu, gemi
kaptanlarinin yiiksek riskli alandan (HRA) ge¢is vaparken tetikte olmalari ve giincel "en iyi yonetim
uygulamalari"na (BMP) uymalari gerektigini hatirlatmaktadir.

Kagirilan miirettebat i¢in yapilan bildirimlere bakildiginda Nijeryal deniz haydutlarinin yine baskin
taraf oldugu goriilmektedir.

2017'de yasanan bu bes vakada 31 denizci kacirilmis, bunlardan 14'ii 2017'nin ikinci ¢evreginde iki ayri
gemiden alinmustir.

Atese maruz kalan gemilerle ilgili raporlarin varisi Nijerya kaynakli olup, miirettebata yonelik siddet
devam etmektedir.

Deniz haydutlugu ve silahl soygun

1991'den beri faaliyet gosteren IMB Deniz Haydutlugu Raporlama Merkezi, deniz haydutlugu ve silahl
soygun vakalariyla ilgili dogrudan kaptanlardan ya da gemi sahiplerinden gelen bildirim ve bilgilerin
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24 saat calisan personeli aracilifiyla denizcilik sektoriine, hiikiimetlere ve miidahale ajanslarina
ulasgtirlmasini saglamaktadir,

IMB, gemi kaptanlarindan ve gemi sahiplerinden her tiirlii deniz haydutlugu ve silahli soygun vakasini
Deniz Haydutlugu Raporlama Merkezi'ne bildirmesini istemektedir. Fiili vakalarin yani sira deniz
haydutlarinin saldirt kalkismast ya da siiphe duyulan durumlar da bildirilebilir. Deniz haydutlugu
vakalartyla etkili bir sekilde miicadele etmek igin yetkililerden ve idarelerden yeterli bilgi alinmast
hayati 6neme sahiptir.

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Second quarter report reveals 87 incidents of maritime piracy in first
half of year

London, 4 July 2017 — Continuing decline in the humber of reported incidents of maritime piracy and
armed robbery against ships has been revealed in the second quarter piracy report of the ICC
international Maritime Bureau (IMB), published today. According to the report, the first half of 2017
saw a total of 87 incidents reported to the IMB Piracy Reporting Centre compared with 97 for the
same period of the previous year.

Recording some of the lowest figures seen in the last five-year period, the latest piracy report shows
that in the first six-months of 2017, 63 vessels were boarded, 12 fired upon, four were hijacked and
attacks were attempted on another eight vessels. A total of 63 crew have been taken hostage so far,
this year while 41 have been kidnapped from their vessels, three injured and two killed.

The encouraging downward trend has been marred however by the hijacking of a small Thai product
tanker en route from Singapore to Songkhla, Thailand. The hijacking, at the end of June, was
conducted by six heavily armed pirates who transferred 1,500 MT of gas oil to another vessel. The
incident followed a similar pattern to a series of product tanker hijackings in the region which occurred
approximately every two weeks between April 2014 and August 2015.

“To prevent criminal gangs carrying out attacks on other product tankers, the IMB PRC is calling on
Malaysian and Indonesian authorities to take robust action, in the same vein as their response which
brought perpetrators of the previous spate of attacks to justice”, said Mr Mukundan, Director, IMB.

Cooperation between Indonesia, Malaysia and Philippines has been recognised as the fundamental
reason for the overall decline in the number of reported incidents in and around the Philippines —
from nine cases recorded in the first quarter of the year to just four cases in the second quarter.
Overall, the number of mainly low-level attacks off Indonesia has also decreased from 24 in 2016 to
19in 2017.

Somali pirates remain threat to merchant ships

The hijacking of an Indian dhow in early April was one of five incidents off Somalia reported in the
second quarter of 2017. Added to a further three reports of vessels coming under fire and a bulk
carrier being boarded by pirates in the Gulf of Aden, the incident reveals that Somali pirates still retain
the skills and capacity to attack merchant ships far from coastal waters. The piracy report urges ship
masters to maintain high levels of vigilance when transiting the high-risk area and to adhere to the
latest version of best management practices.
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Pirates in Nigeria continue to dominate when it comes to reports of kidnappings. So far, this year they
have been responsible for the abduction of 31 crew in five reported incidents. The numbers include
14 crew members taken from two separate vessels in the second quarter of the year.

Violence against crews continues with half of all reports of vessels being fired upon coming from
Nigeria.

Recognizing the need to get a clearer understanding of the depth of under reporting in the Gulf of
Guinea region the IMB, in association with Oceans Beyond Piracy, has proposed the idea of a
‘Community of Reporting’ — a project aimed at encouraging all stakeholders to share reports of piracy
and armed robbery with the IMB.

Piracy and armed robbery

Since 1991 the IMB 24-hour-manned Piracy Reporting Centre, has provided the maritime industry,
governments and response agencies with timely and transparent data on piracy and armed robbery
incidents — received directly from the vessel masters or owners.

The Centre’s prompt forwarding of reports and liaison with response agencies, its broadcasts to
shipping via Inmarsat Safety Net Services and email alerts to CSO’s — all provided cost free — have
contributed to response efforts against piracy and armed robbery and to improved security for
seafarers worldwide.

IMB strongly urges all shipmasters and owners to report all actual, attempted and suspected piracy
and armed robbery incidents to the Piracy Reporting Centre. This first step in the response chain is
vital to ensuring that adequate resources are allocated by authorities to tackle piracy. Transparent
statistics from an independent, non-political, international organization can act as a catalyst to achieve
this goal.
