BM Iklim Konferansi katihmcis1 ICS, deniz tasimacihiginda sifir karbon vizyonunu savunuyor

Uluslararasi Deniz Ticaret Odasi ICS, 6-17 Kasim 2017 arasinda Bonn’da diizenlenen Birlesmis
Milletler Iklim Degisikligi Konferans: (COP 23)’nda, diinya uluslari armatérler birliklerini ve diinya
ticaret gemisi filosunun %80’ inden fazlasim temsil etmektedir.

ICS Politikalar Direktorii Simon Bennett, CO; seviyelerini azaltma stratejisiyle ilgili Uluslararasi
Denizcilik Orgiitii (IMO)’nii desteklediklerini belirterek su agiklamay: yaptt:

“ICS, vizyonu geregi 2050°den itibaren denizcilik sektoriinde sifir CO; emisyonu hedeflemektedir.
Bunun igin alternatif yakitlar ile yeni sevk giicii teknolojilerine giivenmektedir.”

ICS, bu vizyonun yenilenebilir enerji kullanan akii veya yakit hiicreleri ile hidrojen gibi yeni
teknolojiler sayesinde basarilabilecegini ifade etmektedir.

Denizcilik sektérii, bu siire zarfinda, IMO Uyesi Devletler’in ayni derecede zendirici bir hedef
belirlemesini ve kiiresel denizcilik sektériiniin toplam emisyonlari azaltmak i¢in 2050’ ye yonelik bir
oran {izerinde anlagmasim Gnermektedir.

ICS, birgok IMO Uyesi Devletin ayrintili tekliflerle gelmesinden memnuniyet duymaktadir. Bazi AB
ve Pasifik adasi devletleri emisyon diisiirme oranin1 %70 olarak 6nermislerdir.

Simon Bennett:

“Japonya, 2060 itibariyle toplam emisyonun %50 oraninda azaltilabilecegini gosteren detayli bir plan
IMO’ya sunmustur. Deniz ticaretinin gittikge arttig1 dikkate alindiginda, bu araliktaki bir hedef, halen
iddiali olmakla birlikte, ayn1 zamanda daha gergek¢i durmaktadir.

[k IMO stratejisi 6niimiizdeki Nisan ayinda kabul edildikten sonra hiikiimetler emisyon azaltimi igin
bir say1 belirleyecektir. Cin ve Hindistan gibi biiyiik ekonomilerin, ticaret faaliyetleri ve siirdiiriilebilir
kalkinmayla ilgili hakh endiseleri de gozetilecektir,” dedi.

ICS, en azindan Sniimiizdeki 20-30 y1l boyunca tiim denizcilik sekt6riiniin yeni alternatif yakitlara
erisme olasiliginin fazla yiiksek olmadigini diisiinmektedir. Ayrica, niifus artis1 ve kiiresel yagsam
standartlarinin yiikselmesiyle, su ana kadarki en verimli tagimacilik sekli olan deniz ticaretinin
kapasitesi daha da artma potansiyeli tagimaktadir.

Kiiresel denizcilik sektorii, teknik ve gemi isletme tedbirleri alarak toplam karbon tliketimini
2008’deki en yiiksek seviyelerin %8 kadar altina indirmistir. Ustelik 2015’in sonuna kadar olan siirede
deniz ticareti yaklagik %30 artig gostermistir.

ICS, bu son tahminlerin, IMO CO; Veri Toplama Sistemi kullanacak olan IMO 2019 Sera gazi
Caligmasi’na kadar iigiincii taraflarla onaylanmasi gerektigine dikkat ¢ekmektedir.
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Bennett sdzlerini soyle tamamliyor: “Bu rakamlar, 6zellikle 2014°ten bu yana yakit fiyatlarinda biiytik
diisiis oldugu g6z Oniine alinirsa, tegvik edicidir. Tiim ticaret gemilerinin 2020°de diisiik siilfur igerikli
yakit kullanmak zorunda olmalar1 nedeniyle deniz yakitlari fiyatlarinin 6nemli 6lgiide artacagi tahmin
edilmektedir. Bu ylizden, yakit tiikketimi ve gemilerden kaynakli CO; emisyonlart miimkiin oldugu
kadar azaltilmalidir.”

UN Climate Conference - ICS has Vision for Zero Carbon Shipping Future

The International Chamber of Shipping (ICS) is representing the world’s national
shipowners’ associations and over 80 percent of the world merchant fleet at the
United Nations Climate Change Conference (COP 23) in Bonn this week.

ICS will emphasise how the shipping industry is supporting the UN International
Maritime Organization (IMO) to develop an ambitious COz2 reduction strategy.

ICS Director of Policy, Simon Bennett explained:

“ICS has a vision of zero CO2 emissions from shipping in the second half of the
century. We are confident this will be achievable with alternative fuels and new
propulsion technologies.”

ICS says its vision might be delivered with batteries or fuel cells using renewable
energy, other new technologies such as hydrogen or even something not yet
anticipated.

In the meantime, the shipping industry has proposed that IMO Member States
should adopt a suitably ambitious goal for reducing total emissions from the entire
international shipping sector by an agreed percentage by 2050.

ICS is pleased that a large number of IMO Member States have already come
forward with detailed proposals. Several EU and Pacific island nations have jointly
proposed that the sector should reduce total CO2 by as much as 70 percent by 2050.

Mr Bennett commented:

“Japan has set out in detail to IMO how a 50 percent total cut by 2060 might be
achieved. In view of projections for future trade growth, an objective in this range,
while still incredibly ambitious, therefore seems more realistic.”

He added:



“It will be for governments to agree the actual reduction number when they adopt an
initial IMO strategy next April. And this is also going to have to address the
legitimate concerns of major economies such as China and India about the
implications for future trade and their sustainable development.”

Whatever is decided, ICS says that the entire world fleet is probably unlikely to enjoy
global access to new alternative fuels for at least another 20 or 30 years. Moreover,
population growth and further improvements to global living standards will probably
determine that demand for shipping must continue to increase, as it is already by far
the most carbon efficient form of commercial transport.

ICS says that, using a combination of technical and operational measures, the
international shipping sector already appears to have reduced and held its total
annual CO2 emissions at about 8 percent below its 2008 peak. This is despite an
increase of about 30 percent in maritime trade, estimated in tonnes of cargo
transported one nautical mile (tonne-miles) over the period up to the end of 2015.

ICS cautions that these latest estimates by third parties will have to be verified by the
next official IMO Greenhouse Study in 2019 using the new IMO CO2 Data Collection
System.

“They are nevertheless encouraging especially given the dramatic reduction in fuel
prices since 2014. Moreover, a significant increase in marine fuel costs is expected
in 2020 due to the mandatory global switch by the entire world fleet to low sulphur
fuels. This should greatly incentivise, to the extent this is possible, the further
reduction of fuel consumption and CO2 emissions by ships.” said Mr Bennett.

Notes

The annual Conference of Parties (COP 23) to the United Nations Framework
Convention on Climate Change (and the 2015 UNFCCC Paris Agreement) meets in
Bonn from 6-17 November. On behalf of its member national shipowners’
associations, ICS will be participating in various official events inside the
Conference.

The figures quoted on CO2z emissions and maritime trade are derived from a recent
study by the International Council on Clean Transportation and the UNCTAD Review
of Maritime Transport 2017.

Amendments to the IMO MARPOL Convention, which have already entered into
force worldwide, will require from January 2020 all internationally trading ships to use
fuel with a sulphur content of 0.5 percent or less (except in Emission Control Areas
where they must already use fuel with a sulphur content of 0.1 percent or less).
