AB’nin, denizcilik kaynakh karbon emisyonlarimn azaltilmasi konusunda, IMO’ya duydugu giiven ICS’i
memnun etmektedir.

ICS Politika Miidiirii Simon BENNETT, Bonn’da diizenlenen Birlesmis Milletler iklim Degisikligi Konferansi’nda
yaptigi konusmada, denizciligin bolgesel Emisyon Ticaret Sistemi (Emissions Trading System-ETS) kapsaminda yer
almamasi ile ilgili AB’nin gegici karari1 hakkinda degerlendirmede bulunmustur.

Mr BENNETT; “Denizcilik sektériiniin “sifir emisyon” vizyonuna uygun olarak en kisa zamanda ilave CO; azaltim1
onlemleri saglayacak kararl bir strateji gelistirmek amactyla, IMO’daki mevcut ilerlemeye AB kurumlarimin giiven
duydugunu diisiiniiyoruz. Avrupa Komisyonu’nun kiiresel dlgekteki ilerlemeyi degerlendirecegi bir sonraki tarihe
iliskin AB’nin verdigi karar, tiim IMO Uye Devletleri tarafindan kararlastirilan zaman cizelgesi ile uyumludur.” diye
belirtmistir.

Armatorlerin kiiresel ticaret birligi olan ICS, AB ve Avrupa Komisyonu dahilinde ETS’nin memnuniyetle
kargilandigim gosteren bu kararin denizcilik gibi bir sektére uygulanmasmmn uygun olmadigina inanmaktadir. Bunun
sebebi; piyasa sartlarinda ciddi bozulma yaratan biiyiik riskleri olmasi ve ABnin halihazirda iyilestirmekle ugrastig
bu giivenilir olmayan sisteme dahil olan binlerce kobi tarafindan isletilen on binlerce gemiyi kapsayan yénetimsel
zorluklardir.

Mr BENNETT; “Denizcilik sektorii piyasa temelli onlemler (Market Based Measures-MBM) fikrini
desteklememektedir. Ancak piyasa temelli 6nlemler, IMO stratejisinin bir parcasi olma ihtimaline karsi, olast bir
onleme dahil edilmektedir. AB’nin giincel karari bunu en azindan, kiiresel yakit vergisi seklinde bir piyasa temelli
Onlem tiirline daha benzer hale getirmektedir. Bélgesel ETS “kabusu” ile karsilastirildiginda, kiiresel bir yakit vergisi
siiphesiz, piyasa temelli 5nlem almasi gereken armatorlerin biiyiik gogunlugu tarafindan tercih edilecektir.” diye ifade
etmistir.

ICS Encouraged by EU Faith in UN IMO to Further
Reduce Shipping's
Carbon Emissions
Speaking from the UN Climate Change Conference in Bonn, ICS
Director of Policy, Simon Bennett, has commented on the
provisional decision by the European Union not to include
shipping within the full scope of the regional EU Emissions

Trading System (ETS).

"We think that this demonstrates confidence within the EU
institutions in the current progress being made at the UN IMO
/ to develop an ambitious strategy that will deliver additional
CO2 reduction measures, consistent with the shipping

industry's own vision of zero emissions, as soon as possible."

Mr Bennett added: "We understand that the date which the EU

has agreed for when the European Commission will next closely



examine the progress that has been made globally is consistent

with those time lines agreed by all IMO Member States.”

ICS - the global trade association for shipowners - believes
the decision also shows a welcome recognition within the EU,
including the European Commission, that ETS, is an
inappropriate tool for application to an industry like

shipping. This is because of the huge risk of creating serious
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market distortions and/the administrative challenge of
incorporating tens of thousands of ships operated by thousands
of SMEs into a discredited system which the EU is already

struggling to reform.

"The industry does not support the concept of Market Based
Measures (MBM)," said Mr Bennett. “But in the event that, as
part of the IMO strategy, MBMs are included as a possible
candidate measure, today's EU decision does at least make it
more likely that the type of MBM that might be explored would

be a global fuel levy.

“And compared to the nightmare of a regional ETS, a global
fuel levy would clearly be the preference of the vast majority
of shipowners should an MBM ever be imposed on them.”
