6 GEMI STCW DINLENME SAATLERI 2014 HUSUSUNDAKI YOGUNLASTIRILMIS DENETIM
KAMPANYASI (CIC) YOLUYLA ALIKONULDU

Karadeniz MoU Bdlgesi’'nde 1 Eyliil 2014 ve 30 Kasim 2014 tarihleri arasinda gerceklesen STCW
Dinlenme Saatleri 2014 hususundaki Yogunlastirilmis Denetim Kampanyasi, giiverte ve makine dairesi
vardiya tutanlarinin dinlenme saatlerinin dogruluguyla ilgili sorunlarin 6n sonuglarini asagidaki sekilde
belirtmektedir:

Karadeniz Bolgesi Memorandumunda Yogunlastirilmis Denetim Kampanyasi siirecinde 6 gemi STCW
Dinlenme Saatleri hususundaki yetersizlige iliskin olarak alikonuldu. Gézlemlenen en dikkate deger
uyumsuzluklar, dinlenme saatleri ile ilgili kayitlarin uygun bicimde kaydedilme eksikligi (%7.33),
vardiya programinin erisilebilir alanda ilan edilmesi eksikligi (%1.75) ve her vardiya tutan icin
dinlenme kayitlari giinliik saatlerinin onaylanmasindaki eksikliktir(%1.48).

Kampanya siireci boyunca 6 Uye devlet makamlari, Yogunlastirilmis Denetim Kampanyasi bildirgesi
isiginda, CIC anketini kullanarak, toplamda 1,146 6zel gemiyi denetlemistir. Bu kapsamda 21 gemi
tutuklanmistir. 6 tutuklama (%28.57) CIC kapsaminda olmustur.

Gerceklesen 1,146 denetleme sonucunda toplam 168 uygunsuzluk kaydedilmistir.

421 denetleme (%36.74) karigik yiik (general cargo) gemileri/cok amacli gemilerle ilgili olup, 399
dokme yiik gemisi denetlemesi (%34.82), daha sonra 112 (%9.77) petrol tankeri denetlemesi ve 77
(%6.72) kimyasal tanker denetlemesi yapilmistir.

Yogunlastirilmis Denetim Kampanyasi ile baglantili eksiklikler nedeniyle alikonulan gemilerin 5 tanesi
(%83.33) karisik yiik/cok amagh gemilerdi. Bunun yani sira alikonulan gemilerin 1 tanesi (%16.67)
ticari yat idi.

Yogunlastirilmis Denetim Kampanyasi bildirgesi bir soruya verilen “yetersiz” yanitin %1,66 oraninda
oldugunu gostermistir.

En cok denetleme, 160 (%13.96) denetlemeyle Malta bayragi tasiyan gemilerde yapilmistir, bunu 149
(%13.00) denetlemeyle Panama, 102 (%8.90) denetlemeyle Tiirkiye ve 87 (%7.59) denetlemeyle
Liberya izlemistir.

6 bayragin toplaminda Yogunlastiriimis Denetim Kampanyasi’'na iliskin olarak alikonma
gerceklesmistir. Bu bayraklar Yogunlastiriimis Denetim Kampanyasi denetlemelerinin %22.86'sini
kapsamaktadir.

Yogunlastirilmis Denetim Kampanyasi denetlemelerinin %77.14’{inii kapsayan 52 bayrakta
Yogunlastiriimis Denetim Kampanyasi'na iligkin hicbir alikonma olmamistir.

Yogunlastiriimig Denetim Kampanyasi denetlemelerinin %13.62’sini kapsayan 26 bayrakta
Yogunlastiriimis Denetim Kampanyasi'na iliskin hicbir alikonma olmamistir.



Vardiya sistemi hususunda, MSMD’nin bir makine zabiti gerektirip gerektirmedigi ve geminin UMS
gemisi gibi calistinlip cahistirlmayacagi konusunda ilave bilgi toplanmstir.

Bu kampanya tiim Karadeniz (BS) Memorandumu Uyesi devletler idarelerini kapsamaktadir ve Paris
Memorandumu ve Tokyo Memorandumu ile birlikte ylrittlmistir. Paris Memorandumu Kurallari ve
Anketi kullanmilmistir.

Kampanyanin sonuglari toplanmis ilave bilgiler ile birlikte detayh sekilde analiz edilecek, tespitler

PRELIMINARY RESULTS OF THE CONCENTRATED INSPECTION CAMPAIGN
(CIC) ON STCW 2010 HOURS OF REST CONDUCTED BY THE BLACK SEA MOU

Action required: Members are invited to note the attached preliminary results of
the concentrated inspection campaign (CIC) conducted by the Black Sea MoU
focussing on compliance with hours of rest requirements under the STCW 2010,
held from September to November 2014.

The Black Sea Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) on Port State Control (Bulgaria,
Georgia, Romania, Russian Federation, Turkey, Ukraine) conducted a three-month
concentrated inspection campaign (CIC) focussing on compliance with the hours of rest
requirements under the STCW 2010 from September to November 2014.

A press release issued by the Black Sea MoU provides preliminary results of the CIC.
During the course of the CIC, the six member authorities carried out a total of 1146
inspections of ships: 6 ships were detained for CIC-related deficiencies and a total of
168 non-conformities were recorded. A further summary of the preliminary results by
ship type and flag is included in the press release. The press release is attached at
Annex A.

Whilst the detention of any ship is regrettable, the number of detentions (6) as a
proportion of the 1146 inspections demonstrates extensive compliance with the STCW
2010 rest hour requirements on ships calling at ports in the Black Sea region. It also
demonstrates that appropriate measures have been taken by shipowners and operators
to satisfy PSC officers of hours of rest records.

Members are reminded that ISF Watchkeeper software allows shipping companies to
maintain records of individual seafarers’ hours of work and rest as required by
international regulations, including the STCW 2010 and the ILO MLC. Further details,
including how to order ISF Watchkeeper, can be found at www.isfwatchkeeper.com.

PRESS RELEASE

6 SHIPS DETAINED THROUGH CIC ON
STCW HOURS OF REST 2014

Concentrated Inspection Campaign (CIC) on STCW Hours of Rest 2014 carried out
between 1 September 2014 and 30 November 2014 in the Black Sea MOU region shows
the following preliminary results of the questions related to the verification both deck and
engine room watch-keepers' hours of rest.

6 ships have been detained in the Black Sea MOU region during the course of the CIC
through deficiencies relating to STCW Hours of Rest. The most notable non-conformities
observed were lack of correctly recorded records related hours of rest (7.33 %), followed
by lack of watch schedule posted in an accessible area (1.75 %) and endorsement of the
daily hours of rest records for each watch keeper (1.48 %).

During the course of the campaign six member Authorities carried out a total of 1,146
inspections of individual ships using the CIC questionnaire. Of this quantity 21 ships were
detained with 6 (28.57%) of detentions were being within the CIC scope.

A total of 168 non-conformities have been recorded as a result of the campaign out of
1,146 questionnaires submitted.

421 (36.74%) inspections concerned general cargo/multi-purpose ships, followed by bulk
carriers with 399 (34.82%) inspections, oil tankers with 112 (9.77%) inspections and
chemical tankers with 77 (6.72%) inspections.

5 (83.33%) of the ships detained for CIC-related deficiencies were general
cargo/multipurpose ships. Also 1 (16.67 %) of the ships detained was a commercial
yatch.

The CIC questionnaire indicated that “unsatisfactory” answer was given to a question on
1.66% of occasions.

Most inspections were carried out on board ships flying the flags of Malta with 160
(13.96%) inspections, Panama with 149 (13.00%) inspections, Turkey with 102 (8.90%)
inspections and Liberia with 87 (7.59%) inspections.



A total of 6 flags had one each CIC-related detentions. These flags cover 22.86% of the
CIC inspections.

A total of 52 flags, covering 77.14% of the CIC inspections, had no CIC-related
detentions at all.

A total of 26 flags, covering 13.62 % of the total CIC inspections, had no ClIC-related
deficiencies.

Additional information gathered on the watch system whether the MSMD requires an
Engineer officer and whether the ship is to be operated as a UMS ship (Periodically
Unattended Machinery Space).

This campaign involved all member Authorities of the BS MOU and was conducted in
conjunction with the Paris MOU and Tokyo MOU. The Paris MOU Guidelines and
Questionnaire were used.

The results of the campaign will be further analysed, including additional information
gathered, and findings will be presented to the 16™ meeting of the Port State Control
Committee in April 2015, after which the report will be submitted to the International
Maritime Organization.
